The abstract of the course: the course gives an insight into the most important researches and conceptions of the civilization historians. It introduces students to the essence of the notion civilization, as well as to the principles of civilization’s division into periods and its typology. Special attention is paid to the problems of civilization and culture development and interaction.
The aims of the course: 

1. To give the students the basic knowledge and overall impression of civilization basic problems, which are necessary in their further cultural studies.

2. To develop students’ practical skills when working with academic professional literature.

3. To help students find differences between cultural and civilization processes in the history of humankind.

Course credit value:  3 CP (ECTS 4,5) , 1/3 of the studies are seminars and practice team work. 

Form of assessment:  exam

Course pre-requisites: 
1. Every student should write a report on the given text.

2. Task of the report: to give one’s own interpretation after the analysis of the given text and prove its urgency.

3. Aim of the report: to develop independent thinking abilities.

The author of the course: Arturs Priedītis, assoc. prof, DrPhilol.

Course abstract: description of the history of Baltic culture taking intoaccount the historical context of Europe and Eastern Europe and modern situation of Cultrology, as well as the specific character of the administration of culture in the new-time socially cultural and polyethnic environment in Latvia and other countries. In the factological materials there is a dominance of information about cultural monuments, most noticeable works of literature and art, specific features of the development of culture in particular place.    

Aims of the course: 1. To characterize the main periods of the history of culture in Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania in the historic context of Europe and Eastern Europe;

2. To characterize the common phenomenons and tendencies for the Baltic states and also those peculiar in every state. 

3. To characterize the topicalities of the development of culture in the modern Baltics.         

Course tasks:  1. To give the general knowledge of the history of culture in the Baltic states;

2. to introduce to the students the main periods of the history of culture in the Baltics and values of particular periods. 

3. to characterize the cultural topicalities in the modern cultural process.  

Credit value of the course: 2 CP (ECTS 3), 32 contact hours (20 hours of lectures, 12 hours of seminars).

Assessment: exam. 

Requirements:

The abstract of the course: The course gives an insight into the historical, theoretical, and practical aspect of the language culture. The special attention is paid to the Latvian language’s functional style, mastering of the language norms, analysis of lexis-stylistics and lexis-grammar. 

Within the course different scientific, publicistic, business, and fiction style texts are created, means of the language stylistic expression are studied and applied in practice when creating texts, as well as individual text styles are created.   

The aims of the course: 

1. To develop a comprehension of the particular language stylistics and style

2. To learn to define the methodical means of the analysis of the means of the language stylistic expression 

3. To develop the skills of the application of the language stylistic means by creating different types of texts in the functional and emotionally- expressive style

4. To reveal the phonetic, morphology, lexis, and syntax additional information   

The course tasks: 

1. To get acquainted the Latvian language theoretical and practical aspects of the practical stylistics. 

2. To get to know the language norms and the methodology of their creation.

3. To analyse the language peculiarities in different text during the practical studies.

4. To create different styles texts.

5. To find and analyse mistakes in texts of different styles, to maintain the culture of one’s language.   

Credit value of the course: 3  CP (ECTS 4,5), 48 contact hours of practical studies

Form of assessment: exam

Course abstract:

The course of lectures and seminars in the sociology of culture is one of the basic courses of the study programme and is meant for the 3rd year students in the administration of culture who study the speciality of the administration of cultural projects. The study subject is culture which is being considered from the perspective of social regularities, which explains its structure, maintenance, typology, development, its functions’ forms and types exchange. During the discipline mastering the heterogenious character of the methods and approaches in the cultural sociological researhes is being considered. The course gives an idea about the sociology of culture as the specific analysis of the human activity, and get the students acquainted with different approaches and technologies in the research of the cultural phenomena. 

The aim of the course:  to show the place and role of culture in the social system, its structure and functions in different layers, classes, and groups of society. 

Course tasks: 

1. To show the scientific methods in the theoretical and empirical analysis in the research of the relation of culture and socium.    

2. To give an idea about the sociologic aspect of the cultural research, basic conceptions of the sociology of culture, the cultural and social analysis of the society.  

3. To draw attention to the basic principles and criteria of the organization of culture in the society: acciologically normative, structurally typhological, institutional.   

4. To show the place of the sociology of culture in other culturally-sociologic disciplines’ context. 

5. To develop the students’ primary skills in the conduction of the sociological researc. To develop analytical thinking. 

Credit value of the course: 3 CP (ECTS 4,5), Contact hours:   48 academic hours (  lectures -  30 hours, seminars - 18 hours )

Type of assessment:   exam 
Requirements: Basic knowledge of the theory of culture and history, skills in work with texts, skills in the investigative work; at least 50% of the lecture attendance, participation in 4 seminars, preparation of a writing task (8-13 pages) on one of the offered themes. 
Assessment of the exam: 40%– assessment of the writing task; 20%– seminar work assessment; 40%– theoretical questions of one of the course themes.

Abstract of the course: the course introduces the subject of semiotics, its basic notions and its main problems. The course give an in-depth view in the problems of semantics and semiotics, teaches the main notions of semiotics and its approach specifics, develops the students’ skills in perception and analysis the sign system and its semantics.    

Aim of the course: 

1. To introduce the students to the specifics of semiotic ideas and to create an impression of the semiotics’ place and role in philosophy.

2. To develop primary skills in analysing semiotic problems, to give an understanding of the content of meaning of the signs and the sign system. 

3. To give an idea about peculiarities of the sing communication.

4. To develop the skills of applying the semiotic approach in practice by analyzing and creating visual and verbal texts independently. 

Course credit value: 3 CP (ECTS 4,5), 48 contact hours (20- lectures, 18- seminars and practical work).

It is planned to get the students acquainted with different methodological approaches in the research of medieval and renessanse culture in form of both lectures and seminars by analysing theoretical works of the researches. The course stresses the importance of the everyday culture (everyday norms and rules, great deeds and entertainment), in the context of maintaining culture. The development of the idea of medieval philosophers and theologists is considered due to the expression of differen forms of art. The course deals with the fate of the medieval and renessanse heritage in the modern culture, that is postmodern situation.    

Aims of the course:

1. to give the students an idea about different methodological approaches to the cultural research.

2. to give a systematic review of the V-XVI century culture.

3. To give the students the idea about the community and main peculiarities of this era of  culture.

4. To help to find parallels and orient in the world of symbols in the dialog of modern and medieval culture.

Course tasks:

1. to give the students an idea about the most important stages of the USA culture. To stimulate the comprehension of these cultural peculiarities and development specifics. 

2. To present to the students a complicated paradigma changes context in the Western culture in the 19th century. 

3. To draw the students’ attention to the processes which took place in the everyday culture in public and private sphere.

The seminars are based on the students’ independent work: comprehension of philosophical texts, analysis of particular problems, discussions, preparation of the reports and their collective assessment. 

Course aims: 

1. To give the students the idea about coincidences of the exsistence of the nature, human, society, and culture. 

2. To develop the mastering of the professional knowledge in broader context. 

3. To develop the students’ skills in analytical thinking. 

4. To provide with the fundamental methodological orientation for the students’ independent research. 

Credit value of the course: 4 CP (ECTS 6), Contact hours- 64

Assessment: exam.

· To give an insight in the theories and notions of finances and budget

· To get the students acquainted with the state profits and expenses

· To abserve the entrepreneurs’ and establishments’ finances in the field of culture

· To get the students acquainted with the taxation system of the Republic of Latvia and teach its practical application   

· To master the normative documents which determine the modern book-keeping record system in Latvia;

· To give the practical skills in the work with book-keeping organization in the enterprises, including the active supervision of an enterprise, determination of the finance results, creation of the book-keeping bilances.

· To give the students acquainted with the taxation system of the Republic of Latvia.

Course tasks:
This course gives the students the knowledge about money and its functions, role of money in the process of the administration of cultural projects, money emission and economical circle, cash money and transfer turnover and its organization, necessity for the credit and its essence, functions, laws, forms, and types, its role in the cultural establishments, international currency, basics of the relations between credit and finances, banks and their role in the modern life. It is necessary to form an understanding about the creation of the taxation system and necessety for the taxes. The students are to be teached the principles of the state budget creation and the system of the tax collection.

This course gives the students acquainted with the most important theoretical questions of book-keeping, as well as to teach the order of book-keeping records in compliance with the LR legal system. 

Credit value: 3CP (4,5 ECTS), 48 contact hours (  lectures -  30 hours, seminars - 18 hours )

Assessment:  exam

Requirements: participation in 3 seminars: active participation in the group work and discussion of the offered questions; individual work (writing work- 3000 signs); succesful completing of exam (writing). 

Exam assessment: 20%– assessment of the writing work (around 8 000 signs), to be handed in in electronic format during the last study week;

· Be able to analyse particular ethical problems in Latvian context.

Abstract of the course: The course gives an insight into the most important categories and problems of aesthetics. Special attention is paid to the analysis of art, as an integral element of aesthetic culture. In the run of the course there is given a correlation of the conclusions made by scholars in the past with what is happening in aesthetic culture nowadays. 

Aims of the course: 

1. To introduce the students to the central problems of aesthetics as a philosophical discipline. 

2. To give an idea of the characteristic features of aesthetic culture nowadays.

3. To develop the students’ skills in order to apply the categorial apparatus existing in aesthetics, to be able to analyse art and aesthetic culture phenomena.

Aim of the course: to master the theoretical basis of economics, to get the students acquainted with the main regularities connected to the motivation of the economic activity on the market of economics, to give an idea about causal relationship in the national economy, togive an insight into the maintenance of the international economic relations and the need forthose, to teach the notions of the entrepreneurship, to shape an idea about its content and meaning in the national economy, as well as about necessary pre-requisities and resources for the development of the entrepreneurship, to master the skills necessary for the information perception and processing in the entrepreneurship. 

Course tasks: to give the students general knowledge about the most important indexes of macroeconomics and microekonoics and their role in the national economy: maintenance of the prises for the goods and services and its influence on the offer and demand. To give an idea about the risk determination possibilities, about the relations between the work, workremuneration, and unemployment problems. The students are to be aware of the inflation inevitability, its positive and negative features, the course is about to teach the students the cyclical character of the development of ecnomics, the government tasks, possibilities, role, and methods of economic influence, as well as the expediency of the internaional trade and its influence on the national economy.

Course abstract 

A professional who is engaged in the project maintenance to a certain extend maintains also the cultural politics, therefore the aim of the course is to bring up a well informed person interested in the art problems. Today visual art is environment-oriented (in terms- interior art), which can be explained with the fact that environment is the continuation of a person- soul, body, things, home, city, state. 

Within the course it is planned to get the students acquianted with the 20th century art trends via the perspective of everyday experience and collage (clip-form) thinking. Therefore the traditional course is divided into several blocks- art in the interior and art in the city. As far as modern European art science is not divided into the easel art and decorative art (it all is close to stenography), there is also a distinguished bloch which deals with the avant-garde and technogen art perception peculiarities. The parallel analysis of the 20th century Latvian and European art is stressed. The principle of the tutoring is a tought contact with the original art works (art is comprehended only via contact), therefore parallel to the theoreticalcourses there are also “business” courses- “Analysis of the works of art”, “Basics of the gallery functiobning”, etc.
