· Preferable size: from 0, 15 (6000 characters) up to 0, 5 author’s sheet (20 000 characters).
Text: Ms Word, font: Times New Roman, font size: 12 pt, line spacing: single, margins 20 mm

The structure of the article 
· Right top: 
For the master students, post-graduates, PhD students: the surname, the initials of the name, the city, the name of the higher education establishment, department, and year of studies;

For the lecturers: the surname, the initials of the name, place of work and position, academic degree.

· The title of the article in capital letters in the centre of the sheet.
· Body of the text is laid out after a single space, preferably with minimum of illustrations (pictures, drawings, graphics). All the pictures (figures, photos, graphs etc) must be submitted in separate files (xls, tiff, jpeg, cdr, eps), the text files should be – 
· The articles are not reviewed. The Organising Committee retains the right not to publish the articles if they do not conform to the Conference lines or the overall conference standards.
