Free choice disciplines of Block C may be acquired by doctoral students in the course of their pedagogical, analytical or consulting activities, by selecting at least three different options from the offered plan.

A course under BIA Master’s programme may be attended, or a course in Baltic Psychology and Management University, Podlaska University as well as in any other higher educational establishment in Latvia or abroad.

· The course choice should be agreed upon with the Programme Director and scientific supervisor. Credit for attended courses can be received if they correspond to the selected subsector under the doctoral study programme or if they are required for development of the doctoral theses. After completion of the course the student submits a report to the lecturer. After that the student’s report with the lecturer’s evaluation is submitted to Head of Doctoral Studies.

· Such disciplines as Pedagogy (2CP), Social Psychology (2 CP), Business Psychology (2 CP) may be selected without prior agreement with the Head of Doctoral Studies.

· Preparation and conduction of lectures and seminars, supervision of Bachelor’s papers enhances the doctoral student’s research and pedagogical skills yet such activities should correspond to the selected topic of doctoral thesis. For this activity doctoral students are credited with not more than 2 CP.

· Internship in other institutes, development and management of research projects provide doctoral students with the opportunity to gain additional CP.

Credit points are accounted for at the end of each semester when the doctoral student submits to Programme Director the document confirming completion of the work under Block C.
